The tender document will also be available on the NATMO website www.natmo.gov.in. The tenderers who will download the tender document from NATMO website must submit the cost of tender document in the shape of demand draft in favour of “Senior Accounts Officer, R.P.A.O.-II (SOI & NATMO), Kolkata” payable at Kolkata at the time of submission of this tender, failing which, their tenders will not be considered. This draft should be enclosed with the Bid.

Introduction:


The Primary School Atlas of Bihar in Hindi is to be published both in digital and analogue form. The job involves preparation of 13 maps of the Atlas from the maps in English supplied in hardcopy guide maps. To bring out these maps, conversion from English to Hindi and generation of final cartographic maps as per technical specifications are required. It has been decided that cartographic composition will be outsourced for final printing. Offset printing will be done by NATMO.

1. Technical Specifications:

    1.1 Input Materials to be supplied by NATMO
1.1.1 Five hard copy guide maps of the districts and eight maps of state of Bihar on 1:1,000,000 scale. ( Annexure E)

1.1.2 Satellite data to be shown in the background in the district maps in areas falling outside the districts covered in that particular map.

1.1.3 Hard copy maps as a source for other information to be put up on district level maps.

     1.2 Out put required from Tenderer
1.2.1 Soft copy: Final corrected editable digital five maps of district on 1:1 million scale and eight maps at state level on 1:2 million scales in Adobe Illustrator-9 format with Symbology and layout as per NATMO standards. It involves:

a) Cartographic Editing work like proper patterning, proper layering/ masking of features to avoid clashing, placing of text with proper position & orientation. Satellite data to be shown in the background in the district maps in areas falling outside the districts covered in that particular map. It also involves corrections and updating in base data.

b) Heading, border and marginal items as per the layout supplied.

c) Updating in data base and other insertion and deletion suggested should be done at any stage before final approval.

           1.2.2
Hard Copy:

a) Hard copy maps (ranging in scale from 1:1 million to 1:2 million) after proof correction (at least two) and final approval by the NATMO. First digitized copy will not be counted as proof correction.

b) Brief Job History sheet duly signed.

1.2.3 Soft copy of data base prepared on the basis of maps and other materials provided by NATMO.

1.3  Method of Quality Control & Acceptance of Final Output
     1.3.1  Vendor must do the scrutiny of data first and after digitization, first check  

               plot should be submitted to NATMO for scrutiny. Corrections marked by  

               NATMO on the plot will be returned to the vendor along with list of 

               corrections. Minimum two iterations are expected before final check  

                plot is taken.

1.3.2 Final check plot generated from materials supplied will be submitted for acceptance. Corrections if found in final check plot will be done by vendor in NATMO campus. The concern vendor has to come with all infrastructures in NATMO on his own expenses.
2. Data security:   

           Vendor will have to furnish a certificate as per Annexure ‘D’ that the data will not 

           be passed on to any agency or individual other than the authorised person of  

           NATMO or used by them in any form for their own purpose and will abide by all 

           security and general instructions issued by NATMO from time to time.  

3. Terms and Conditions:
3.1  Bids to be submitted in sealed cover duly marked as applicable and then shall be  put in another sealed cover duly super scribed, at the given address and marked as “Tender Bid for Primary School Atlas of Bihar in Hindi” Commercial bid shall be submitted on the prescribed forms enclosed as Annexure 'A'.

3.2 The Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of amount @ 2% of  the tendered value in the form of Demand Draft from any Nationalised Bank in favour of “Senior Accounts Officer, R.P.A.O.-II (SOI&NATMO), Kolkata” payable at Kolkata to be submitted along with tender.

3.3 The Tender duly signed by the tenderers must be addressed to Director, National Atlas and Thematic Mapping Organisation, CGO Complex (7th Floor), DF Block, Salt Lake City, Kolkata-700064 and not to any individual by name and must reach latest by 12 noon on 07.04.11. NATMO shall not be responsible for any postal delay or non-receipt of any tender by the due date and time for whatsoever reason.

3.4 Alterations if any in the tender should be attested properly by the Agency,  

              failing which the tender is liable to be rejected
3.5 The offers submitted by Fax/Email or any manner other than specified above shall not be considered. No correspondence will be entertained on this matter.
3.6 The bid will be opened at 3 PM on 08.04.11 at NATMO premises.

3.7 Tenderer will be given 6 months from the date of acceptance of the offer to complete the job. Failure to effect delivery by the stipulated date may render the tenderer liable to pay liquidate damage at the rates prescribed by government.

3.8  Bidders should submit a digitally prepared sample of thematic map by them with tender for evaluation of their technical ability. NATMO will evaluate all the vendors based on their expertise in digital thematic mapping and financial turnover before awarding the offer. 

3.9  The rates quoted should include all charges i.e. all taxes, maintenance, 

 transportation, taking of checks plots (minimum two), cost of consumables, and supply of Softcopy etc.

3.10  The tender shall remain valid for a period of twelve months from the date of

      opening the tenders.

3.11   The agencies shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and  

    submission of their bids. NATMO will, in no case, be responsible or liable for  

    those costs, regardless of the outcome of the tendering process.

3.12   Tenders not meeting the requirement i.e. incomplete information or non-

         submission of documents asked in the tender proforma will be summarily 

         rejected.

3.13   The successful tenderer will have to deliver all the output  within 6 months  

    from the date of supply of input material.  First check plot should be  

    submitted within two months.

3.14   A penalty of 1% of the cost per week shall be deducted from the payment for  

    late submission.  Days spent on checking the plot by NATMO will be excluded.

3.15   All questions of disputes or differences arising under and out of, or in  

    connection with the contract, if concluded, shall be referred to the Director  

    NATMO whose decision will be final and binding on both parties.  The minor     

    differences will be sorted out by the Head of Division-V.

3.16   The earnest money will be liable to be forfeited if the tenderer withdraws or 

          amends, impairs or derogates from the tender in any respect within the period  

         of validity of this tender.

3.17   Before the contract is placed on the tenderer, an agreement will have to be 

          signed by the successful tenderer at his cost on proper stamp paper as per  

          the  Proforma given in Annexure ‘B’.

3.18 The successful tenderer will have to furnish along with the agreement a    

      security deposit @ 10% of the value of the contract in the form of Demand
